Why are vaccines important? 
•	 Vaccines work with your body’s natural defenses to protect against infection and help reduce 

the risk of disease. 

•	 They do this by imitating an infection without causing the disease — and getting your immune 
system to respond the same way it would to a real infection. This prepares your body to 
recognize and fight the disease in the future. 

•	 Check with your doctor to see if the vaccines below are right for you. 

•	 Influenza (flu)
•	 Pneumococcal
•	 Hepatitis B for individuals at 

medium or high risk for hepatitis
•	 COVID-19*
